	Patient Items for Discussion:
· As HP was stepping down from the role within the PPG it means that the role of Chairperson is now vacant.  AD also said that in line with Terms of Reference that her role should be made available and both roles be put to nominations and a vote.
KC-K also suggested there be a vice Chairperson for if the Chair was not available for a meeting.

This item to be carried over to the next meeting when a Chair and Secretary could be voted in at the start of the meeting.  It is hoped that more members would be in attendance.
· NNHIP-National Neighbourhood Health Implementation Programme.  We are 1 of 43 ‘Pioneer’ sites.  There is no funding attached to this and is running on goodwill.   Dr S stated that we are currently ready to start but realistically it will be another 12 months before implementation.  Our area will be ‘frailty’.  Dr S will report back to the PPG when there are any developments.
· PSA – Currently there is no national screening, research evidence doesn’t support screening.  If a patient requests PSA screening, they will first be counselled before the testing is done.

· HP asked how Sepsis and its symptoms would be handles by the surgery – When looking for sepsis all practices work differently.  Staff at our practice are trained to listen for key symptoms.  It is aimed that wherever possible that treatment starts within an hour!  Urgency is the key.

	Surgery Items for Discussion: 

· Southport and Formby PCN are holding an event around the NHS App providing information and assistance in using.  This will be held on 4th March at The Atkinson.

· National GP Contract Update: new requirements for managing urgent & non-urgent requests – details awaited – may need to change appointment system once documentation is received

· Local Quality Contract Update: risk of funding being removed part way through the year & replaced with a Cheshire & Merseyside-wide contract, of lower value, which may make GP practices financially unsustainable.
· Vaccination Update – RSV (Respiratory Syncytial Virus) is currently only available to those who are pregnant or aged 75-79. This will soon be available to those over 80 as well.  GP practices will be able to give Covid boosters to those eligible alongside flu vaccinations in the autumn.

· We have a doctor starting April until September for 0.5 day a week (Monday mornings) – Dr Rebecca Grimes.

· A bid has been put forward to Liverpool School of Medicine for £25K.  This will be to change the multi-function room (7) and the aim is to have all work completed before August.
